4 INFORMATION ON THE CONTENTS AND RESULTS GAINED
4.1. Mode of study:

Full time

4.2. Program requirements:

The program of Christian theology, with its protestant-evangelical approach, is focused on contemporary
social, cultural and political circumstances arising from the environment in which the church and church
organizations are. The professional study of theology is associated with the contemporary skills, especially
with information technology, modern business and management, non-profit or social marketing, to the
extent the scientific field allows.

During the first year of study, the student receives the basics of Protestant theology and also learns inter-church
theological dialogue, since all our groups are interdenominational. Students learn the basics of psychology and
developmental psychology and pedagogy which are the indispensable courses for each person preparing for a
professional work with people.

An essential course in this part of education is the Personal spiritual growth in which students think about their own
and other people's spirituality and in what way can they use knowledge and impulses from the study and interaction
with others for personal advancement.

The second year of the study program continues with the basic theological disciplines, but a significant number of
specific courses in which students acquire the knowledge and skills for individual and institutional co-life with other
students is added: they get insight into the foundations and functioning of civil society in order to inspect the place of
the church in modern society, they are taught nonviolent communication and the building of peace and justice, they
observe case studies of a variety of situations pertaining to inter-cultural cooperation, dialogue and communication
between different sociological groups.

During the first two years, students are encouraged to actively study the English language to a level that corresponds to
550 on the TOEFL exam, in speech and academic writing. Students who enroll in the professional (graduate) program
have, in general, achieved the academic level of English which is expected in European schools of higher education. In
addition to courses of English language, students practice the language during the bilingual courses and in
communication with colleagues who do not speak Croatian. Students have access to so-called native speakers teachers
who teach them daily, check and correct their academic work, especially at the professional (graduate) program.

On the third year, along with the standard theological courses and exegesis of the biblical texts important for protestant
theology, the emphasis is put on courses that include pastoral theology and pastoral counseling, where students learn to
recognize and distinguish mental illness and other emotional disorders from spiritual problems and how to deal with
difficulties people have that they will encounter in professional practice. Students are encourages to analyze the
environment in which they live as well as to cooperate and dialogue between religions. A significant emphasis in this
part of the program is placed on the cultural environment.

In the third year students choose one of the major integrated courses in which the various biblical, theological, pastoral
and other knowledge on important contemporary issues are intertwined. Such courses include Faith and environment,
Faith and globalization, Faith and issues of gender and identity, whose main purpose is to facilitate students to
integrate their knowledge.

During the first year of study, the students receive the basic knowledge in New Testament Greek which they apply in
the courses related to New Testament exegesis of chosen Greek texts from the Holy Scriptures of the New Testament.
Students as well, during their first year, learn Old Testament Hebrew which they apply in the courses related to Old
Testament exegesis of chosen Hebrew texts from the Holy Scriptures of the Old Testament. They are trained for a
scientific approach of researching the Christian faith as well as considering topics from modern theology. Exegetical
training for independent analysis of Old Testament enables an understanding of modern approaches to Old Testament
theological topics. Other than the above mentioned, first year students of specialized graduate professional theological
studies may choose courses from the fields of epistemology and anthropology, or studies apocryphic texts,
pseudepigraphon and Dead Sea scrolls.

During the second year of the specialized graduate professional theological studies, students are trained to understand
Holy Scriptures in modern social and political contexts. Exegesis enables for an independent consideration of New
Testament texts enables them to understand modern approaches to New Testament theological themes. Second year
students may study topics from patristics or historical Christian literature, or study modern areas such as questions of
gender and identity, church growth in east-European contexts, global Christian relations and the modern event of
religious fundamentalism.

Evaluation criteria: every teacher, starting with the course objectives and expected outcomes, develops
evaluation criteria. The elaboration of the evaluation criteria for the selected element of monitoring and
assessment contains a description of performance within each achievement level expressed by a grade or
grade points.

Scoring and method of forming the final grade: students are evaluated and graded in selected elements of
monitoring and assessing (activity in the classroom, preparing for lessons, participating in the execution of
the tasks set, reflective review of the teaching contents), ongoing monitoring and verification of knowledge
(quizzes), final oral exam, final written exam, essay, paper, term paper, research, practical work, project,
portfolio, something else. The share of each element in the total score is expressed as a percentage on a scale
of 0 to 100%.

A passing score in the undergraduate level can not be lower than 40% of obtained points, or actual share in
the grade, and at the graduate level it can not be lower than 50%.

The ultimate success is expressed in grades: 5 (excellent), 4 (very good), 3 (good), 2 (satisfactory) and 1
(unsatisfactory). The student index records only passing final grades, meaning grades from 2 to 5.

This degree entitles the student to continue education at the second level of university studies. The student is
entitled to continue studies at the graduate university level if it is prescribed by the university in question
which may require some bridge courses to be completed.

The conditions for the continuation of studies in
other areas of study is prescribed by the institution of higher education that runs such a study program.

Studij krS¢anske teologije na Visokom evandeoskom teoloSkom uciliStu, sa svojim protestantsko-
evandeoskim pristupom, naglaseno je orijentiran na suvremene druStvene, kulturne i politicke okolnosti koje
proizlaze iz okruZenja u kojem se nalaze crkve i crkvene organizacije. U mjeri u kojoj je to moguce u
znanstvenom podrucju strucni studij teologije povezan je sa suvremenim vjeStinama, posebno s
informatickim tehnologijama, suvremenim poslovanjem i upravljanjem te s neprofitnim, odnosno
druStvenim marketingom.

Tijekom prve godine studija student dobiva temelje protestantske teologije te se istovremeno uci meducrkvenom
teoloskom dijalogu jer su sve naSe grupe interdenominacionalne. Studenti uce temelje psihologije i razvojne
psihologije te pedagogije koji su neizostavni nastavni predmeti za svaku osobu koja se priprema profesionalno raditi s
ljudima.

Bitan kolegij u ovom dijelu obrazovanja je Osobni duhovni rast u kojem student razmiSlja o vlastitoj i tudim
duhovnostima te na koji nac¢in znanja i impulse iz studija i interakcije s drugima moZe koristiti za osobno
napredovanje.

Tijekom druge godine program studija nastavlja se s temeljnim teoloskim disciplinama, no dodan je znacajan broj
specificnih kolegija u kojima student stjeCe znanja i vjeStine za individualni i institucionalni suZivot s drugim
studentima: upucuje se u temelje i funkcioniranje civilnog drustva kako bi sagledao mjesto crkve u suvremenom
drustvu, uci se nenasilnoj komunikaciji i izgradnji mira i pravde, u kolegiju Misija, evangelizacija i interkulturalna
teologija proucava metodom studija slucaja razne situacije koje se odnose na medukulturnu suradnju, dijalog te
komunikaciju medu razlic¢itim socioloSkim skupinama.

Tijekom prve dvije godine studija studente se potice na aktivno ucenje engleskog jezika do razine koja odgovara broju
550 TOEFEL bodova u govoru i akademskom pisanju. Studenti koji se upisuju na strucni (diplomski) studij u nacelu
su postigli akademsku razinu engleskog jezika koja se ocCekuje na europskim visokim ucilistima. Uz kolegije
engleskog jezika studenti jezik vjezbaju tijekom dvojezicnih predavanja te u komunikaciji s kolegama koji ne govore
hrvatski. Studentima su na raspolaganju tkz. native speakers nastavnici koji im svakodnevno predaju, provjeravaju i
korigiraju akademske radove, posebno na stru¢nom (diplomskom) studiju.

Na trec¢oj godini, uz standardne teoloSke predmete i za protestantsku teologiju znacajnu egzegezu biblijskih tekstova,
naglasak je na kolegijima koji obuhvacaju pastoralnu teologiju i praksu te pastoralno savjetovanje, gdje studenti uce
prepoznavati i razlikovati psihicke bolesti i druge emocionalne poremecaje od duhovnih problema te kako se nositi s
teSko¢ama ljudi s kojima ¢e se susresti u profesionalnoj praksi. Studenti se ohrabruju na analizu okruZenja u kojemu
Zive te na suradnju i dijalog medu religijama. Znacajan naglasak u ovom dijelu studijskog programa stavljen je na
kulturno okruzZenje.

U tre¢oj godini student bira jedan od bitnih integriranih kolegija u kojima se preplecu i primijenjuju razlicita biblijska,
teoloska, pastoralana i druga znanja na vazna suvremena pitanja. To su kolegiji Vjera i briga za okolis, Vjera i
globalizacija te Vjera i pitanja roda i identiteta, ¢ija je glavna svrha olakSati studentu integraciju znanja.

Tijekom prve godine specijalistiCkog diplomskog stru¢nog studija Teologije student dobiva temeljna znanja iz
novozavjetnog grckog jezika koja primjenjuje na kolegijima koji se bave novozavjetnom egzegezom na
odabranim grckim tekstovima Svetog pisma Novog zavjeta. Studenti takoder, na prvoj godini uce starozavjetni
hebrejski jezik kojeg primjenjuju na kolegijima starozavjetne egzegeze na odabranim hebrejskim tekstovima
Svetog pisma Starog zavjeta. Osposobljavaju se za znanstveni pristup istraZivanju krS¢anske vjere te razmatraju
teme u suvremenoj teologiji. Egezgetska osposobljenost za samostalno razmatranje starozavjetnih tekstova
omogucava im razumijevanje suvremenog pristupa starozavjetnim teoloSkom temama. Osim navedenih znanja,
studenti na prvoj godini specijalistickog studija Teologije mogu izabrati kolegije iz podrucja epistemilogije i
antropologije, ili proucavati apokrifne spise, pseudoepigrafiju i spise s Mrtvog mora.

Tijekom druge godine specijalistickog diplomskog stru¢nog studija Teologije studenti se osposobljavaju za
razumijevanju svetopisamskih tekstova u suvremenim druStvenim i politickim kontekstima. Egezgetska
osposobljenost za samostalno razmatranje novozavjetnih tekstova omogucava im razumijevanje suvremenog
pristupa novozavjetnim teoloSkom temama. Studenti na drugoj godini studija mogu studirati izabrane teme u
patristici, odnosno, starokrS¢anskoj literaturi, ili proucavati suvremena podruja kao Sto su pitanja roda i
identiteta, rast crkve u istocno-europskim kontekstima, globalne krS¢anske meduodnose te suvremenu pojavu
vjerskih fundamentalizma.
